Prayer for the World and Singapore

Russia-Ukraine War

As the Russian invasion of Ukraine entered its 39t day (as of 3 April 2022), Russian troops appeared to
be regrouping and shifting their focus away from the capital, Kyiv. However, the catastrophic
consequences for both countries are evident - tragic loss of lives, mass displacement of civilians,
curtailment of religious freedom and violation of human rights.
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Pray for repentance, grace, forgiveness and reconciliation between both countries. Pray also that the
Church and believers will rise as ‘Esthers’ in such a time, regardless of their capacity, position or role.

Crisis in Sri Lanka

On 2 April, Sri Lanka declared a 36-hour nationwide curfew, and deployed troops backed with new
sweeping powers under a state of emergency to quell protests against the president, his relatives and
even his most trusted shaman. The anti-government protests came about because of worsening
shortages of fuel, food and medicine. The military can now arrest and indefinitely detain suspects
without a warrant.

Pray for wisdom and discernment, as government and leaders of the nation work towards prioritising
the wellbeing of their people so that security, stability and justice prevail.

Singapore

The easing of restrictions in Singapore may cause an uptick in COVID-19 cases. While the country’s
healthcare system is well positioned for it, the emphasis is still on exercising individual social
responsibility as the virus is unpredictable. Pray that all of us Singaporeans will continue to be socially
responsible in taking safe-management measures seriously.

Prayer for the Christian Education (CE) Ministry

e Thank God for the increased capacity for onsite worship. As we resume our Intergeneration
Worship Services, pray that our youths will be encouraged to return onsite to worship with the
whole church.
