Nehemiah 10:28-39 
 
28 “The rest of the people—priests, Levites, gatekeepers, musicians, temple servants 

and all who separated themselves from the neighboring peoples for the sake of the 

Law of God, together with their wives and all their sons and daughters who are able 

to understand— 29 all these now join their fellow Israelites the nobles, and bind 

themselves with a curse and an oath to follow the Law of God given through Moses 

the servant of God and to obey carefully all the commands, regulations and decrees 

of the Lord our Lord. 

 
30 “We promise not to give our daughters in marriage to the peoples around us or take 

their daughters for our sons. 

 
31 “When the neighboring peoples bring merchandise or grain to sell on the Sabbath, 

we will not buy from them on the Sabbath or on any holy day. Every seventh year we 

will forgo working the land and will cancel all debts. 

 
32 “We assume the responsibility for carrying out the commands to give a third of a 

shekel each year for the service of the house of our God: 33 for the bread set out on 

the table; for the regular grain offerings and burnt offerings; for the offerings on the 

Sabbaths, at the New Moon feasts and at the appointed festivals; for the holy 

offerings; for sin offerings to make atonement for Israel; and for all the duties of the 

house of our God. 

 
34 “We—the priests, the Levites and the people—have cast lots to determine when 

each of our families is to bring to the house of our God at set times each year a 

contribution of wood to burn on the altar of the Lord our God, as it is written in the 

Law.

35 “We also assume responsibility for bringing to the house of the Lord each year the 

firstfruits of our crops and of every fruit tree. 

 
36 “As it is also written in the Law, we will bring the firstborn of our sons and of our 

cattle, of our herds and of our flocks to the house of our God, to the priests 

ministering there. 

 
37 “Moreover, we will bring to the storerooms of the house of our God, to the priests, 

the first of our ground meal, of our grain offerings, of the fruit of all our trees and of 

our new wine and olive oil. And we will bring a tithe of our crops to the Levites, for it 

is the Levites who collect the tithes in all the towns where we work. 38 A priest 

descended from Aaron is to accompany the Levites when they receive the tithes, and 

the Levites are to bring a tenth of the tithes up to the house of our God, to the 

storerooms of the treasury. 39 The people of Israel, including the Levites, are to bring 

their contributions of grain, new wine and olive oil to the storerooms, where the 

articles for the sanctuary and for the ministering priests, the gatekeepers and the 

musicians are also kept.

HISTORY
The Orchard Road Presbyterian Church (ORPC) was founded in 1856 to minister to the needs of
the Scots community in Singapore. The first church building on the present site was completed in
1878, and has been extended several times. In 1975, the sanctuary was extended, and in 1985,
the new extension of Dunman Hall was completed and a new chapel was built. Alongside the
growth of the physical facilities has been the development of the church from an English-
speaking expatriate congregation to a local church embracing four different language
congregations. In 1995 we planted a branch church (Bukit Batok Presbyterian Church) which
became independent in 2013. Similarly, our Mandarin congregation (Providence Presbyterian
Church) became independent in 2005. ORPC consists of the English Congregation and the
Indonesian Congregation, and worshipping with us now in the same building is Providence
Presbyterian Church. From Oct 2025 to Nov 2027 (projected), ORPC is worshipping at Suntec
City Convention Centre while renovation works are ongoing.

FAITH AND MEMBERSHIP
As a church with roots in historic Presbyterianism growing out of the Westminster Confession of
Faith, we affirm the Lordship of our Saviour, Jesus Christ. We look to the Scriptures as the
inspired Word of God and the one authoritative and infallible standard for our faith and
practice. We welcome those who profess Jesus Christ as their personal Lord and Saviour into our
formal membership. Our membership is truly international, representing the breadth of God's call
upon people from all ethnic and economic backgrounds. Members are received upon initial
profession of faith in Jesus Christ by baptism, confirmation, and in transfer from other Christian
churches. Classes for baptism, confirmation, and for transfer of membership are held
periodically and announced in the bulletin.

THE APOSTLES' CREED
I believe in God, the Father almighty, Creator of heaven and earth. I believe in Jesus Christ, his
only Son, our Lord. He was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin
Mary. He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. He descended to
the grave. On the third day he rose again. He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right
hand of God the Father almighty. He will come again to judge the living and the dead. I believe
in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the
resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting.
